The mass 
appeal of butterflies in particular can be attributed to their  
overall attractiveness, diversity and accessibility in urban, 
suburban, and rural areas. As such, many butterflies 
function as ideal conservation flagships, organisms 
selected for their distinctiveness or vulnerability in order 
to best engender public support and acknowledgment for 
broader conservation issues.
